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A. ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR COMMUNICATIVE ENGLISH:                                                                       

• Applicant must Pass in H.S. or equivalent examination provided the candidate has also passed in 

English having full marks not being less than 100.  

• No candidate shall be allowed to take admission after a lapse of more than 3 years (excluding the 

current year) from the year of passing the previous qualifying exam. 

• An applicant cannot select a subject in the degree level in which she has failed in H.S. or equivalent 

examination as per C.U. norms.  

• Candidates who passed H.S. (10+2) Vocational Examination conducted by the West Bengal Board 

of Vocational Education and Training are eligible for admission to B.A. (Honours with a Core 

Vocational) Course taking subjects under Humanities Discipline only.  

• For applicants of Four-Year B.A. (Honours with Core Vocational) must have obtained: 

(1) 45% Marks in aggregate (#) at the previous qualifying examination. 

Or 

(2) Students belonging to reserved category taking up Major Course of study must have 

obtained a minimum of 40% marks in the aggregate in the previous qualifying exam.

• No candidate shall be allowed admission after a lapse of more than 5 years from the year of passing 

the previous qualifying examination 

• Candidates who have passed the Higher Secondary Vocational examination conducted by the West 

Bengal State Council of Vocational Education and Training shall be eligible seek admission in 1st 

Semester of B.F.A.D.(Honours) Course of Studies. 

• Candidates who have passed the Higher Secondary examination or equivalent examination from 

recognized Open School shall be eligible to seek admission in 1st Semester B.F.A.D.(Honours) Course 

of Studies. 

• Candidates who have passed 3year Diploma (without Higher Secondary Examination) from State 

Council recognised Diploma in Handlooms / Textiles/Garment /fashion Technology/ Design or 

Diploma in any other relevant field or equivalent shall be also eligible to seek admission in 1st 

Semester B.F.A.D.(Honours) Course of Studies. 
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• A candidate who has passed the Higher Secondary examination or equivalent examination in any 

stream/ combination from recognised Board of Examination or its equivalent Examination is eligible 

to seek admission to the 1st Semester of the eight semesters (4-year) B.F.A.D.(Honours) Course of 

Studies under CCF 2023, based course in this discipline must have obtained: 

1. with at least 45% marks in     aggregate (#) for general category students 

or 

2. Students belonging to reserved category taking up Major Course of study must have obtained 

a minimum of 40% marks in the aggregate (#) in the previous qualifying exam.
